Elements of negotiation

• Government “template model” based on 
urban/metropolitan areas

• Mayoral Combined Authority 

• Unique area deal

– Flooding and criminal justice

– One of the 1st two tier non metropolitan areas

– Successfully resisted a Key Route Network



Basics of the deal
• Deliver…

– 29,000 new homes, 
– 100,000 new jobs,
– Double the visitor economy to £2bn pa
– Increase GVA by 50% (an extra £8bn pa)

• Devolved powers and funding including
– £15m per year for 30 years (£450m)
– Responsibility and funding around skills
– Co-commissioning arrangements with local criminal justice 

partners
– Mayoral Combined Authority with a directly elected Mayor

• But open to question now
