A simple guide to RSN online spreadsheets — The labour market in your area

The attached spreadsheet presents information on the employment situation in a chosen
local authority area.

The spreadsheet allows the user to select the authority type, either Unitary or District, and
then the authority of interest. The spreadsheet then presents the associated employment
statistical information for each quarter of the preceding three years.

All data comes from statistics released by the ONS.

To make your selections from the analysis, please follow these instructions:

Select which type of authority
(District/Unitary) you would be interested in
seeing data for from this cell.
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Select an authority of interest from this cell.

The spreadsheet provides the average position for similarly classified rural authorities, the

regional average, as well as comparatives for Predominantly Rural and Urban authorities
overall.
