
A simple guide to RSN online spreadsheets – FSB Member Survey analysis 

 

The Federation of Small Businesses produce an annual 'Voice of Small Business' Member Survey that 

looks at the views of small businesses on an array of issues including employment, growth prospects, 

innovation, access to finance and procurement.  (http://www.fsb.org.uk/member-survey-2012).  The 

attached Excel spreadsheet is an RSN developed analysis of their survey results.  It provides a 

comparison of the results split between regions, and also an urban/rural comparison. 

The FSB Member Survey analysis spreadsheet uses a number of drop-down lists to select items of 

interest, and also hyperlinks to select the various analysis sheets. 

On the Index Page are the questions that were posed to the FSB Members through the survey.  

Hyperlinks are used to take the user from the question of interest to the analysis of the results, and so 

clicking the mouse on the underlined text will take the user to the appropriate analysis.
